_ _ been committed directly to the appeal
ot SLEa L with an additional US$364.6 million

raised for the emergency. A number of
donors have also volunteered pledges
and in-kind contributions.

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Which governments have responded?
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According to UN OCHA Financial
Tracking Service (FTS), the
European Commission and 59
governments have either pledged
or contributed funding in
response to the Pakistan
earthquake. Actual contributions
amount to USS550.1 million,
USS$238.1 million of which has
been provided in support of the
UN appeal.

A further US$189.5 million has
been pledged, US$43.9 million of
which in support of the UN
appeal.
